If you are on housing benefit or local housing allowance, you will need to check
the rents in the area in which you want to live are affordable based on the amount
of benefit you will receive. Further information can be found here:

If the rent for the property
you want is more than your benefit entitlement, you should carefully consider
whether you will be able to manage such additional rent payments. After you sign
a tenancy agreement, you will be expected to find the money.

How to find accommodation to rent: Decide on the area in which you wish
to live. There are many ways of finding a suitable property. You could use a
letting agent, contact your local authority housing options service, or look at
advertisements in local newspapers or on the internet. The larger the area you
are prepared to consider looking in, the better the chance of finding the right
home. It is also worth shopping around and comparing fees and charges and
asking views from former tenants, if possible, when considering prospective
landlords or letting agents.

Have the required documents ready. Landlords and agents will wish to confirm
your identity, and possibly your employment, immigration status and credit
history. They may also require references. Some landlords might ask someone
to guarantee your rent. If you don’t have a guarantor, ask your Local Authority,
Shelter Cymru or Local Citizens Advice Bureau for advice.
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
